2. He refused every offer of Satan. He would
not turn stones to bread, He would not tempt
the Lord by jumping from the pinnacle of the
temple, He would not worship Satan in order
to get the world’s kingdoms
3. After this, the devil leaveth him.

Jesus is now about thirty, He must begin His
ministry.

A, John must decrease. V.12
1. John had been placed in prison.

concerning Him.

A. Jesus called Andrew and Peter. V.18
1. They knew who He was.
2. They were born again.
3. They were immersed.

B. The call of Andrew and Simon. V.19
1. follow me = dgvte = “come here” a command,

+ onrcw = behind, after,= “come hither,

after me”.

make = mowe®w = “to produce”, “to form”

3. Jesus commanded them to take their place,
subservient to Him, to become His
learners.

4. The object of their attention has been
changed from fish to men. To make this
the same as “fishing”, they were using
nets, not bait. They would not “draw”
these nets. God do this. They were to
follow the directions of the Lord.

6. followed = akoiovBew = “to follow behind
someone”, of a disciple, one who willingly
follows another.”

1. They were in a ship, mending their nets.
