1. Eph 4:8-10.
2. Rewv 1:17-18.

B. These were 0Old Testament saints (Abraham, Isaac, etc)
including some who refused to be” '~.e Noah’s preaching
.t a coming flood. w20.

1. "which sometimes were disobedient.”
2. "while the ark was a preparing.®
3. "in the days of Noah."

C. MNoah and his family were saved (delivered) from their
unbelieving generation by the flood waters.
1. "eight souls were saved by water.”
2. They were in the Ark but without the flood.
a. They would have still been "in the world.®

a. Death, Burial, and Resurrection.

B. The saints on the Day of Pentecost.

2. In what way could they save themselves?

a. Not anyway to deliver from power of sin!

C. Baptism does not save, but it allows us to have a good
conscience,
1. <(Not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but
the answer of a good conscience toward God.)
2. The way we are saved. "by the resurrection of Jesus
Christ."®
